	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(15.98) The virgin media manhole cover which was causing noise nuisance at Abbey Village had been reported to the County Council
(15.98) A response had been received from the County Council regarding the concerns raised around the Development Control Committee meeting in July.

(15.99) It was reported that the bus pass issue for pupils in Abbey Village attending Chorley High schools remained unresolved. Correspondence with the County Council regarding the bus passes for pupils in Abbey Village attending High school continued
(15.112) Some pointing was needed around the War memorials
(15.111) Issues raised by Booths regarding the Town Centre planning application had been previously reported.
(15.112) Repairs to the wall at the entrance to Lodge Bank had now been completed.

Councillor M France provided a verbal report on recent work and included reference to;
The Goit Footpath as a neighbourhood priority had recently had some work undertaken by the LCC Rangers. Councillor France had also walked the path with Sean Blake, the Borough Council Lead Officer for this priority. The path had not been rolled correctly initially. Work would continue.
A complaint regarding a change of access to a farm field had been received. Councillor Duke reported that a wall had been repaired and a gate way added. Residents had taken up the change of access with the housing agency responsible for some of the affected dwellings.
The ongoing issues regarding the tree in the Square at Withnell Fold were outlined.
Issues with access to Brandwood Fold caused by roadworks were explained. The possibility of a road sign would be taken up with the Borough.
Following issues with dogs not on leads signage at Lodge Bank was to be changed. A quality of water survey was also to be undertaken.
The consultation on Lancashire County Council Rural Community Action Plan proposals for a rural transport scheme had been extended. There was a discussion on the proposals and there feasibility. It was agreed to discuss further at the next meeting.

Councillor M France was thanked for her report.

Councillor C France provided a verbal report and made reference to the progress with plans for wildflower meadows, the plans for rural based IT courses, it was suggested that these could be linked into sessions at BAWRA.
