	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
All the chicken wire had now been removed. Avery wire was still in place.
Councillor Grime reported that Heskeths on Churchill Road provided safety surfaces and may be worth approaching.

The Chairman reported on the Borough Councils proposal for a new footpath, there was a discussion on the location and it was felt this was further along than the Lodge. Councillor C France was requested to request the Borough provide Aviary wire for the existing path.
Councillor C France reported that the Rivington & Brinscall Advisory Board was to continue as clerking had now been secured.

The Chair reported that the Trim Trail signs for Abbey Village Play Area were on order. An enquiry regarding 2nd phase development plans had been received by a Borough Council officer. The Parish Council confirmed that any work would need to be in conjunction with the Borough Council and the availability of Community Infrastructure Levy funding (Section 106), the Parish Council would support any investment.
The Chair reported on the arrangements for the James Miller Memorial day on Saturday 30th July at around 10am. There would be a military turnout and a memorial paving stone was to be laid followed by refreshment at Withnell Fold Methodist church.

Councillor C France explained that the last bus terminating in Abbey Village then went to overnight storage so was not able to proceed to the M65 intersection.
The Parish council asked that other earlier services be extended to drop off at the other end of Abbey Village before returning to Chorley. 
Councillor Flood requested that enquiries be made regarding introducing the necessary signage for traffic enforcement in the parish but particularly in the Chapel street area and near to St John’s School and that the Borough also be requested to enforce the restrictions. Parking would also be raised through the newsletter.

The ownership of the field along Harbour lane had now been ascertained but the 2 mobile stables which had been sited there did not need planning permission.

Councillors C France and M France had both pledged £50 each from their respective grants. 

Councillor C France reported on the progress being made regarding empty properties. Personal statements were being taken from those impacted by the properties.

The future use of the Childrens Centre premises at the ’Top Club’ were discussed. It was agreed to include information on the County Councils building consultation on the newsletter.

Councillor G France had followed up with the request for fares to be displayed in taxis.

Spid Plates were on order.

Manhole cover repairs had still not yet happened.

The sign for Dick lane was now in the custody of Councillor Grime. The Borough had been alerted to this. Station Terrace sign had been remounted.
