	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(16.100) Councillor Jones reported Sean Blake (Chorley Borough Council) had indicated that the Borough would re seed and extend the wild flower meadow.
(16.101) The Chair reported the re flagging at Abbey Village War Memorial was to be completed by the following day.

Councillors asked if there was as yet a time frame for completion of the remedial work on the boardwalk at Lodge Bank. It was reported that whilst the Borough had agreed to the work requested no time frame had been established. Councillor G France had been active in pursuing the work and may have a n update at the next meeting.

It was reported the GREAT AGM was to be held on the 9th November.

(16.106) The Council noted the information circulated on behalf of GREAT in support of their grant application considered at the previous meeting. Examples of the art work, lay out and the revised costs were provided. 2500 copies would cost £521 and the art work a further £200.  The Borough Councillor’s had already contributed £250 towards the scheme so a revised request to the Parish Council of £500 was made. It was confirmed that there would be one print run of 2500 and that the Parish Council web site would display copies for download.
Councillor Grime took no part in the discussion. Councillors suggested locations such as Blackburn Tourist Information Centre/Chorley Library/Tockholes Visitor Centre.
