Councillor G France reported on discussions with Hazel Gregory (United Utilities) regarding the repairs to the boardwalk at Lodge Bank near to the sluice gates. Lancashire Fire & Rescue DRAFT INTEGRATED RISK MANAGEMENT PLAN 2017- 2022 – CONSULTATION.
Invite from Alastair Bradley Briefing Session – working together to maintain services for communities. Councillor G France had attended a session. Councillor Bradley had asked for Parish involvement with the financial support that the Borough was giving to a range of local services. Locally the subsidy of the bus running from Blackburn to Chorley was costing around £19000 annually.
The Council discussed options for committing to financial support which included all Parishes contributing, the involvement of parishes in Blackburn and Blackburn with Darwen Council and the possibility of Chorley Borough increasing Council Tax to cover the additional financial burden.
Following a discussion on the possible options it was proposed to increase the precept by the maximum 2% to allow for a contribution towards the bus service subsidy irrespective of the actions of others.
West Pennine Moors Site of Special Scientific Interest (SSSI), Lancashire; Greater Manchester: Notification under section 28C (Enlargement) of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981. Councillor Dr M France reported that the consultation was open and that a few derogatory remarks had been made by local landowners.
