	BOROUGH COUNCIL REPORT

In the absence of Councillor Dr M France, Councillor G France reported the Summary of activity this month -

School places. Happy to report that all 5 families who had contacted me for help regarding their offers of secondary school places have been satisfied with the offers given after going to Appeal. This was especially welcomed by the four families who were given Brownedge St Mary's Bamber Bridge.

Benefits and Disability Grants
Supporting 4 people with their DWP Work Capability Assessments. All have difficulty accessing the Assessment Centre at Preston Ringway, given the level of public transport from this area. Two are very well known to me from the Health Centre, with lifelong mental incapacity as a result of either serious head injury or progressive disease. Sadly, this type of problem scores very few points at the assessment.
One elderly couple still waiting for Occupational Therapy assessment since February, in order to qualify for a disability adaptations grant to their home. I have raised this now with Jo Turton, CEO at LCC.
Referred one family to Living Waters food bank.

Highways issues
Reported concerns from Abbey Village residents, that the new average speed cameras do nothing to control traffic, particularly HGVs, exiting the M65 and going to Dole Lane to either the quarry or the woodyard. These vehicles would pass the first speed camera but not the next, so would have no incentive to drive carefully. Asked if this could be improved .
Mobility crossings now installed on Hartington Rd , initial request issued to LCC August 2016.
Deep pothole junction of Higher Bank St and Pleasant View reported.
Unsatisfactory road surface Sandy Lane has 'no actionable defects' according to LCC.
Blocked gully 105 Bolton Rd reported and swept.
Note 24 bus service now hourly in daytime.

Open Spaces
LCC Countryside Services seeking for volunteers to maintain Withnell Fold Nature Reserve, which would seem to lie in Brindle Parish .
Withnell Anglers planted some daffodil bulbs , which were lifted from the flower beds in Chorley , around the Croft Lodge.
They have reported that there have been reports of " Eastern European types" poaching fish overnight on the Croft Lodge , which is obviously a matter for the Police.
Withnell Nature Reserve been visited again for the Green Flag award - outcome as yet unknown .

Planning and Enforcement
Had a very positive meeting with Adele Hayes, who is the new Planning Lead Officer. Discussed residents concerns about the operations at Woodsfold, and also about the ongoing concerns at Close Gate Farm where the vehicles have left the site, but the concrete hardstanding and the static caravans remain. Both to be investigated.
Miller Ave Abbey Village, planning application rejected because insufficient detail on the plans to allow a decision for properties in the Conservation Area.

Defibrillators.
Jane Gilbertson at St Joseph's school asked if there are any defibrillators in the village. After contacting the North West Ambulance Service, there are no externally mounted publicly accessible AED defibrillators in Withnell and Wheelton. Maybe something to think about. There is one at the Health Centre and one in the little industrial estate on Churchill Rd, but only accessible in working hours.
