	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(17.115) The Chair reported that on discussions with the Chair of Wheelton Parish Council who was keen on the shared funding approach to providing a defibrillator. Discussions on possible locations would take place and a further report be provided.
(17.117) Councillor G France reported on the availability of information from the Boundary Commission regarding the proposals, which impacted locally.
(17.119) Wheelton Parish Council had also agreed to the bus subsidy requested by the Borough Council but Heapey had been advised by their Clerk that it was not legal to use funds in this way. Following advice received form the County Council via County Councillor Snowden it had been confirmed this was not the case and Heapey Parish Council would now re consider the matter.
(17.119) The Chorley Youth Zone was a finalist in the Aviva Community Competition.

	BOROUGH COUNCIL REPORT

Councillor Dr M France provided a verbal report on local issues raised in the past month, which included;
Drains and gullies and their ability to cope with deluges. Problems with streetlights had also been raised.
Flooding at Bake House bridge had been spectacular and had been reported to LCC. They had stated that as the road was not adopted highway they would pass the information to the public rights of way team.

A number of residents in Chapel Street had received a letter from LCC regarding dropped kerbs. The letter was regarding access to property for vehicles via dropped kerbs to access the pavement so that a vehicle can cross the pavement legally from the road to driveway. A cost of £700-£1200 per property to install a dropped kerb was being quoted. Not only was this an issue for the residents but the only contractor legally able to fit the kerbs was LCC Highways Department (or their sub–contractors).
County Councillor John Fillis had been to visit and was not aware of LCC previously demanding this type of action take place. County Councillor Snowden (Lead Member for Highways and Transport) was also having discussions with residents.

Councilors asked if there had been any discussions around mobile kerb ramps, it was explained that LCC were not accepting anything other than dropped kerbs.

Two areas of Chorley, Chapel Street and Thornhill Road had been sent the letters regarding the installation of dropped kerbs. It had been suggested that bollards may be installed should residents not have the appropriate access.
A freedom of Information request in relation to the letters had been submitted. There had been no consultation and no opportunity to get the work done by another contractor.

Councilor G France reported that it had been confirmed that Lodge Bank did form part of the “Right of Way” network.
