	APPLIATION FOR GRANTS

The Chair welcomed two representatives form Withnell Anglers to the meeting. Mr Cox and Mr Hansford were welcomed and Mr Cox explained a request for funding to re-stock Croft Lodge with fish of a certain size to prevent loss to fish eating birds.
The Anglers club had approached the Borough Council and the local Borough Councillors for funding and it was hoped the collective funding combined would aid Withnell Anglers to stock Croft Lodge without the club needing to use its resources.
The technical arrangements for estimating the volume and type of stock required was explained.

The financial arrangements of the Club and its available resources were explained. Membership arrangements and an estimate of the numbers living locally were provided. Possible arrangements to involve more young people who may become future anglers were discussed.
Councillors asked a number of questions for clarity.

Mr Cox and Mr Hansford left the meeting.

Councillors discussed the application in detail, discussing the work of the club in tidying areas around lodges, insurance arrangements, birds and their possible return, the membership and benefits the residents of Withnell, possible alternative means of support for the club by subsidising Junior membership for those living in Withnell and the availability of audited accounts.
Following a full discussion, it was proposed and agreed that based on what Withnell Anglers had asked for the parish Council was unable to award a grant but that the Parish Council would welcome an application to support a particular event for young people from within the Parish Boundary on the production of audited accounts.

Councillors form Bretherton had reported that charges in their area were £1700. The 3 Tier Liaison Committee had agreed to write to the County Council.

(18.05) The Lengthsmen had attended the burnt bench on Lodge Bank, it needed new slats but the manufacture no longer were in business. The person who had donated the bench had not fully sponsored all the original cost. Councillor Dr M France agreed to contact Donaldson Timber yard top see if they could assist but it was proposed and agreed to undertake the repairs should they not be able to help.

	BOROUGH COUNCIL REPORT

Councillor Dr M France provided a verbal report on local issues raised in the past month, which included;
The arrangements for a ‘Clean Up Day’ in Brinscall with some staff being provided by United Utilities to aid the process.
The success of winning an appeal with the Dept. of Work and Pensions for a parishioner who had received no income for 10 months.

A planning notice had been issued to Woodfold Wood Yard regarding a breach of condition for vehicle movements in importing wood for creation of biomass fuel. There was also some evidence of an increase in particles in the air linked to wood burning stoves. As the Borough Council were yet to adopt the Clean Air Act requirements little could be done at present.

A complaint regarding poaching had been received and had been reported to LCC but they had no funds to enforce matters. The poaching was believed to be illegal fishing.

Parking at St John’s Primary school remained an issue. Councillor Crompton explained the Governors discussions with the Club regarding parking on their site but insurance was the stumbling block. The possibility of the double yellow lines being extended was discussed.
