	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(18.16) The Chair reported on further communication with Withnell Anglers and that they had been put in touch with the Scout Group based at St Pauls Church on Bury Lane. Councillor Dr M France reported that £250 had been awarded to the Anglers from the Borough Councillors Community Grant.
(18.18) It was reported that the broken gate on the Goit footpath had still not been removed. Tarmac had been laid and covered a drain at Bakehouse Bridge, this seems to have been undertaken with no one’s knowledge. United Utilities were investigating to see if this was the problem with the continued flooding of the area.

Councillors reported the cynicism expressed to themselves regarding road repairs due to the forthcoming Chorley Grand prix cycle race.

There had been no notification received regarding the planning of the roadworks.

The Clerk reported that a resident had expressed concern regarding a section of the minutes from October 2017.  A section of Minute 17.103 stated .. “The deeds had been lost since the Company with ownership had gone into bankruptcy”. The resident had communicated with Councillor Jones to observe that the Company referred to (Wiggins Teape) had in fact closed the mill (Withnell Fold Paper Mill) in 1967 and eventually merged, in 1990 with Arjomari Proix and became Arjo Wiggins, which still trades in Manchester.

Residents had expressed concern at possible use of 6 Sandy Lane as a business but this had not been a consideration in the approval process.

It was reported that it appeared that some work had re-commenced at Close Gate Farm, Bett Lane. There was a discussion regarding what had possibly been approved and what was the subject of the planning enforcement.
Councillor Flood asked for clarity on the payment of the Social Infrastructure Levy for the scheme on Dick Lane, it was confirmed that this had been waived.

	COUNCILLOR ISSUES
Councillor Dr M France reminded Councillors of the forthcoming Brinscall Clean Up Day to be held on the 24th April. Notices would be put up locally.
Councillor Howard reported that a patch of woodland on the Millennium Green had brambles, which were choking any new growth. It was asked if it was possible that the area could be sprayed so that they could be pulled up later in the year. It was agreed to check if spraying was possible.
Councillor Ogilvie commented on the re-surfacing work presently being undertaken on School Lane. There was a discussion about the quality and sustainability of the work.

Councillor Evans reported that other local roads including Whins Lane and Sandy Lane were to be re-surfaced. There was a discussion regardarding the priority level of the work and the monitoring of the quality of the work.

Councillor Evans also reported that application for Blue disabled badges for vehicles could now only be completed on line, the process took around 45 minutes. Councillor Dr M France offered to help should anyone know of someone needing support.

Councillor S Perry reported on the change in prescription reordering which was being imposed. It was no longer possible just to ring Withnell Health Centre to re-order.
