	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(18.84) Councillor Jones reported on the Withnell Fold Village tidy up which had successfully taken place with residents utilising their bins to dispose of waste.
Thanks were expressed to all involved.

(18.91) Councillor G France reported that TK Maxx were not coming to the Market Walk shopping extension but Loungers Coffee shop was. Parking spaces had been created on Friday Street before work on the Market Walk extension started. There was a discussion on the impact on Booths with Marks & Spencer arriving.

(18.91) It was believed the Call for Sites information would be made public on 11th November. A meeting for Borough Councillors was to be held prior to this.

(18.91) Councillor Flood reported on the Winter Hill Recovery meeting, sub-committees had met with a common theme raising concerns about United Utilities. The consensus was the best plan was to do nothing but to leave the moor to recover. There was however a lot of work going on at Rivington.
(18.94) It was reported there was a change of plans to the application on land to the rear of 56 School Lane Withnell Fold Old Road Brinscall.
(18.92) The amount received for CIL funding was queried. There was a discussion on possible uses of the funding should it be available.

Suggestions including floodlights for the MUGA (Multi Use Games Area) and undertaking Phase 2 of the Abbey Village Play Area were discussed. It was agreed to discuss further at the next meeting.
(18.94) Councillor G France reported that he had requested Officers to keep a check on the application at Woodsfold Wood yard.

(18.94) There was a discussion on the vehicle movements through the village to access the various industrial premises. It was clarified that “access” was the key word. The only weight restriction on local routes was Harbour Lane. Councillor G France offered to ring Companies whose vehicles regularly used routes other than Abbey Village/Dole Lane/Norcross Brow.

	BOROUGH COUNCIL REPORT

Councillor Dr. M France provided a verbal report and referred to;
The Lancashire Mineral Waste Plan consultation, which had been published. Councillor France had asked for a meeting with LCC Officers to discuss the implications of the plan with the possibility of future infill a concern.
Councillor France apologised for the lack of a skip at Withnell Fold due to the new responsibility arrangements.
Double yellow lines had re-appeared although the Lodge Bank junction need some rectifying. This had been reported to LCC.

Inconsiderate parking along School Lane, outside the shop at the junction with Chapel street had been an issue.

The speed of cyclists going downhill was also a concern. New bollards had been put up at the shop but served little purpose in preventing vehicles bumping on the kerb going up or down School Lane.

Parking issues at Calder Road had been raised by residents with Councillor France.

There had been issues on the Nature Trail, with a missing panel in the gate at Fellstone Vale, allowing motorbikes access.
Some vandalism to the Willow Train had been reported.

The plaque for the ‘Sam Walker@ bench had been made but needed sizing.

All the CIL money previously discussed was for the properties at Brinscall Hall.

Chorley Borough Council Electoral review was ongoing.

Chorley Borough Council had been nominated in the UK Heart Safe Awards 2018 in the Public Service category. 

Councillor France was shortly to attend a meeting regarding air pollution.

Councillor France was thanked for her report.
