	The Chair opened the meeting for the public.
A resident from the Larch Drive/Maple Avenue area of Brinscall addressed the meeting raising her concerns regarding neighbour courtesy parking issues. Examples and a history of parking issues were provided.

An assessment of the area had been requested from Lancashire County Council who were the responsible body for the roads.

There was a discussion on the parking issues across the Parish. It was reported that some parking tickets had been issued in the villages recently.
It was agreed that LCC would be asked to undertake a re-assessment of Larch Drive/Railway Road/School Lane parking issues.

	BOROUGH COUNCIL REPORT

Councillor Dr M France provided a verbal report on local issues raised in the past month, which included;
The availability of secondary school places for children of Parish residents in Chorley schools. Information had been provided relating to the overall number of pupils in Chorley primary school Y6 classes and the total number of Chorley secondary school places. There was a 91-place shortfall this year for the September admission.
There was a discussion on the pressure of pupil places across the Borough.

Parking issues on Bury Lane had occurred twice in December. The extension of yellow lines at the top of Bury Lane had been requested to alleviate future problems.

A local resident had reported the possible illegal entry to property. A security check for the resident had been arranged with the Fire Brigade.

	BUDGET 2019/2020 (See Appendix B)
The Council considered the available budget options. It was agreed to maintain the present precept at £29270.
Councillors carefully considered the costs incurred with running the Lengthsmen scheme.

Councillors debated the benefits of the scheme to maintain the overall appearance of the Parish against the cost to ensure this happened. It was believed that work to maintain the appearance of the Parish would not be undertaken by volunteers and that the only means to ensure consistency of approach was to use contractors. The possibility of tendering was discussed. As the Lengthsmen were needed to react quickly to issues, it was agreed change the reporting of work undertaken to include the amount of time spent undertaking each task, before making any other changes.
