	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(19.31) Councillor Dr M France had circulated data on High School place provision.
Councillor Crompton reported that those pupils not admitted to St Michael’s CE High School, Chorley attended the Methodist Church. There was a discussion on the Admission Policy of St Michael’s CE High School, Chorley.

Parents at St John’s CE/Methodist Primary School were aware of the admission policy at the High School which was clear and had not changed. Discussion with the Governing Body at St Michael’s had been held.

There was a discussion on the admission difficulties nationally as there was an identified shortfall in places in the coming seven years.

(19.31) Parking Enforcement-8 tickets had been issued. Councillor Grime reported on two serial offenders on School Lane.

(19.36) Parking Eye- Councillor G France reported that this application at the Hospital had still not been to the Development Control Committee. It was the size of the signage which was the issue.

(19.36) Councillor Flood reported that he was marking on a map the paths he had walked and encouraged others to do the same so that complete coverage of the areas footpaths could be identified.

Councillor G France reported on access difficulties to a path adjacent to the Goit.

Councillors were informed that footpath numbers and routes could be found at http://mario.lancashire.gov.uk/agsmario/default.aspx -  then select Countryside Environment and Waste-Public Rights of Way from the tabs on the left of the screen.
Councillor C France reported that the duty to repair footpaths lay with the landowner.

(19.36) It was reported that it appeared that bollards had been replaced on the bridge at Bury lane although the old ones were still needed removing from below the bridge.

The planned completion of Chorley Town Centre work.

The work of the Rivington and Brinscall Advisory Group and new members. Winter Hill had recently caught fire again.

Youth Zone and the work being undertaken to get youth from rural areas to the venue, which was well attended.

Councillor S Perry stated that rural areas were not getting their fair share of access to the Borough’s services. There was a discussion on the bus service subsidy. Councillor G France undertook to raise the issue of transport for rural areas so that young people could access the Youth Zone.

A discussion on the planned clean up days and the impact of personal risk assessments so that a skip could be utilised was discussed. It was reported that Withnell Fold residents had undertaken a successful day without a skip as residents had utilised their bins. The possibility of residents and community groups collecting rubbish for later collection by the Borough’s staff and locations were this could reasonably be undertaken were discussed. The use of the Friends of Brinscall and Withnell Facebook to promote community spirit would be explored.
The planned route of the Lagan’s Foundation Cycle route through the village was identified, it was not anticipated there would be any road closures.
The impact of the Boundary Commission’s proposals for the Borough Ward covering the Parish was discussed.
