	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(19.42(19.36))Parking Eye- Councillor G France reported that this application at the Hospital had now been deferred for a site visit by the Development Control Committee. From the 8th May notices were now being issued. Councillors asked if there was any information about how widespread the knowledge was that refunds were available for those that had previously been fined. It was reported that Karen Partington, Chief Executive had emailed out to those affected.
(19.42 (19.36)) It was reported that Footpath FP 9-21-FP4 at Brinscall Hall was unsafe to walk due to ongoing building work. There appeared to be a possibility that part of the path could be moved or it would run through the properties being constructed. The matter had previously been reported to David Goode, (LCC Public Rights of Way Manager). It was agreed that the matter would be reported again. (ref W402630)
(19.43) Councillor G France reported that Councillor Alistair Bradley & the Deputy Chief Executive were to meet with Youth Zone staff to discuss the bus subsidy. Councillor S Perry reported that older children had indicated that on a visit shortly after the launch of the Zone they had not had an opportunity to try the facilities, as it had been so busy. They had been encouraged to try again.

(19.43) The Boundary Commission changes were confirmed and realigned the Borough Ward with the Parish boundary. Councillor Howard queried the Parish Ward arrangements as these had been introduced when the Borough Wards had split the Parish. It was agreed to await the introduction of the new Ward and see what action the Borough took in relation to voting arrangements for Parish elections.
(19.48) Councillor G France reported he had contacted Steven Whalley the farmer of the land where tyres had been tipped but had not received a response. It was not clear if the tyres had been tipped or were to be used.
(19.48) It was reported the second CIL (Community Infrastructure Levy) money had been received. Matched funding was being sought.

A resident had requested that the SPID be sited at the top of Bury Lane.

Councillor G France reported that work had commenced on the path at White Coppice cricket field.
