	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(19.66) Councillor S Perry reported that the Chorley Planning Enforcement Team had indicated the plans at Brinscall Hall Farm were almost the same as was being built. It was understood they should be exactly the same.
LCC Officer David Goode had visited the site twice.

(19.66) Councillor Hardy reported there had been nothing much discussed of relevance to Withnell at the recent Rivington & Brinscall Advisory Group meeting.

(19.66) Councillor Crompton had reported via email that he had met with Janine Blythe, the Chief Executive of the Youth Zone to discuss Withnell Parish Councils concerns over rural isolation and lack of accessibility for our local parishioners to the Youth Zone. Councillor Crompton had reported that there had been a very frank and honest discussion over this matter, which was related back to the promises made when it was being opened in regards inclusivity for all of Chorley. Councillor Crompton reported they (the Youth Zone) are looking at providing greater access to the villages and that Mrs Blythe had told him she was meeting with Councillors. Councillor Crompton reported he would follow up with any further information that she can share with me.

(19.67) It was reported that the U3A publicity for the next meeting would be sent out prior to the meeting on the 4th September.
(19.70) Councillor Jones reported that she had followed up the Woodland Grant application information from Councillor Steve Holgate. Councillor Jones reported that the wildflower meadow at Withnell Fold had been a failure and no work had been undertaken in the previous two years. The woodland grant process would allow for progress with the area to be made. In the meantime, it was requested that the lengthsmen cut and tidy the area in the way it had previously been maintained prior to the wildflower meadow. Following discussion, it was agreed that the work would be undertaken again.
(19.73) Councillor Howard reminded the lengthsmen the hedge at Withnell Fold opposite No 20 still needed cutting.

(19.73) Councillor Dr M France was thanked for arranging for a key so that access to the War memorial at Abbey Village was available. Two visits had been made recently with the area unlocked both times.

	Bench Policy

Councillors were reminded that at the previous meeting there had been discussion regarding the appropriateness of members of the public dedicating benches without there being some common policy on the approach to be taken.

Councillor S Perry suggested a two part bench policy which would address

a) Members of the public/organisations requesting memorial benches and/or plaques

b) Provision of benches by the Parish Council at various locations in the Parish.

a) 1. Applicants must be aware that the purchase of a bench and plaque is at their own expense
a) 2. The Parish Council will liaise with Chorley Borough Council about the sustainability of a site.

a) 3. The Parish Council will undertake (minor repair work as an amenity has been provided. Should a complete replacement ultimately be necessary the Parish Council would need to decide what would happen. If the original donor was contactable then this would be the first point of contact before determining what action to take.
b) Provision of benches by the Parish Council would involve Councillors looking for suitable locations. Siting benches requires consultation with the “Keeper” of the land. This may be the County Council, the Borough Council or some other agency such as United Utilities as well as local landowners depending on the site chosen.
Councillors discussed possible sites including the corner of Fellstone Vale, near the Cricket Club and the corner of Railway Road and School Lane. 

Councillors were requested to consider suitable sites
