	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES.
(19.117) Councillor S Perry had obtained quotes from Everglades Nursery, the prices had gone up slightly from those previously detailed.  A copy of the quote was circulated, the revised total was now £1008.00, Councillors approved the revised figure.
The Rangers had identified planting areas across the Railway Park, which were also agreed.

(19.111) Councillor Flood reported on the footpath access issues raised at the previous meeting. LCC were aware the stile was not inclusive but the original footpath was in situ. Councillors asked if signs could be put up for this particular footpath. It was reported the gate was still a problem. The matter had also been shared with the Ramblers.
(19.119) Councillor Hardy reported that it had not been necessary to hire a hoist to remove the tree lights at Abbey Village. There was a discussion regarding the sparsity of the tree. It was agreed the Clerk would contact the Headteacher at Abbey Village School to discuss possible replacement.

(19.120) It was reported that work was due to start shortly on Abbey Village Play Area.

Councillors approved release of £9000 as 50% payment for the project.

(19.120) Councillor Grime reported on the GREAT meeting. United Utilities were due to start in January on the railings. Councillors requested that residents be advised of the pending work.
(19.122) Councillor Dr M France reported that the development at St Luke’s had been approved as a single dwelling.

(19.120) It was reported that the Call for Sites meeting at Wheelton had been extremely well attended due to the Facebook postings. It had been confirmed by Officers that the Drinkwater Farm (possible) development was the only Priority 1 area within the Parish.
This particular development had been previously identified in 2015 and it was further reported that the present inhabitants had no immediate plans for development.

	BOROUGH COUNCIL REPORT

Councillor Dr M France provided an overview of recent issues and referred to;

The Call for Sites meeting, the nearest area of possible development was at Heapey.

Plans for another ‘Clean Up Day’ in June with the possibility of a Saturday being looked at.

The footpaths in the area were looking much cleaner. Councillor Hardy reported that the Lengthsmen regularly litter picked.

The planning application for Miller Avenue was to be re-submitted as the application has been changed.

Councillor C France reported on discussions at Rivington & Brinscall Advisory Group. It had been reported that Chorley Ramblers were particularly active in getting LCC to do work on footpaths more so than other areas of Lancashire.
Winter Hill recovery work continued with much work undertaken on the Bolton side in keeping the moor damp. Firebreak work had been undertaken on the Chorley side.

An area of trees was to be felled between Heapey and Brinscall, the area was not to be replanted and would be left to grow wild.

The Police report on rural crime had not been well received. Issues with getting information on crime was discussed. 

Councillor Dr M France reported that Harbour Lane was to be closed during half term week (w/c 17th Feb)
