	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
The footpath at Lodge Bank which had been repaired now accumulated water. The Lengthsmen were asked to look at the problem and advise on or undertake a solution.
(16.08) The Chairman reported on progress with Abbey Village Play Area. The total bill would now be £32322.54 with the Parish Council contribution being £10681.54. The Borough Council were funding the rest. Some of the equipment was able to be used by adults. Work would be completed shortly after Easter.

	PARISH PLAN

Councillor Evans reported on progress with the Parish Plan.

There had as yet been no reply to the ongoing concerns expressed regarding speed on the A675 north of Abbey Village.

Abbey Village Play Area was shortly to be improved and so would be completed.

Work on the War memorial was in hand.

Councillor Evans asked if there was anything that could be done by the Parish Council regarding flooding. It was explained that action taken elsewhere was as a result of a threat to life. Consideration of storing sand bags was discussed, it was explained that those houses most vulnerable had been provided with sandbags.
The number of potholes which had appeared due to the weather was discussed. Lancashire County Council were monitoring and a number of recent repairs had been undertaken.

Councillor Evans requested that the County Council be requested to make all 20MPH areas mandatory. The Clerk explained that the police did not have appropriate equipment to enforce the 20MPH zones and that there had been no prosecutions since the role out of 20MPH zones some years previously, only advisory letters were issued to motorists. 
It was agreed to use the Summer newsletter to consult on future items for the Parish Plan.

It was confirmed the fence would stand at 1.4 metres, there were still on-going ecology issues. The Landscape management Plan was worth looking at with the tree line now being excluded. Issues regarding the water barrier were explained.

	COUNCILLOR ISSUES
Councillor Evans reported on discussions regarding parking in Abbey Village, it was confirmed that parking on hatch lines was an issue. The Summer newsletter would be utilised to remind residents of safe parking near schools.

Councillor Jones reported on the Eastern Parishes meeting which she had attended on behalf of the Council. There had been 9 applications but it had been possible to amalgamate some of these. The work at Abbey Village War memorial and the wildflower meadows had been successful.
Councillor Jones requested that the Lengthsmen be requested to site the interpretation board at Withnell Fold.

Councillor Ogilvie reported that it appeared that some equipment had been removed. It was agreed to check with the Borough Council to ascertain if this was the case.
Councillor M France reported on the Community Action Plan and the availability of funding to allow for parking enforcement. There was a discussion on the legality of parking restrictions within the Parish.

Councillor G France reported that the bus service discussions were still on going.
Councillor S Perry queried if there had been any response from LCC regarding the concerns expressed. It was confirmed there had been no response as yet.
