	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
The Chair reported that the James Miller Memorial day on Saturday 30th July had gone well with over a 100 in attendance. There had also been another event at St Paul’s on the same day. The Memorial looked very good. There had been some press coverage of the event.
The Trim Trail signs at Abbey Village Play Area were still not in place.  
The Spid back plates had been delivered and were in place.

The Eastern Parishes project on the Abbey Village war memorial improvements was on going. Three quotes had been received but still no more information on progress was available. Councillor Dr M France reported that Abbey Village had been prioritised this year over the Hoghton memorial and that the cost was £3350 25sq Metres sandstone flags. It was requested that the walls were not power washed as part of the scheme.
Parking in the vicinity of St John’s was to be discussed later in the meeting.
The Newsletters had all been ‘snapped up’ it was agreed to print more for next time.

The work on the apple trees at Withnell Fold had been undertaken.

	BOROUGH COUNCIL REPORT

Councillor Dr M France provided reported  and referred to;
The possibility of a bus shelter at Stanworth Terrace to be erected by the Borough Council was being investigated. Lancashire County Council were responsible for the bus stop signs.
Following a speed survey it was unlikely that speed enforcement would occur as the results did not meet the threshold.

A revised bus timetable for the 24 service had been introduced. There was still an hourly service during the day. The Borough Council were to reconsider the arrangement for subsidies in October.

The wildflower planting at Withnell Fold had been a success, less so at the Hoghton Arms.

The planning application at the rear of Oak Tree Public House was to be considered imminently. A site visit to view the potential traffic problems at the junction of School Lane and Withnell Fold Old Road had been requested.

There was the possibility of some remedial work on the dam wall at Lodge Bank in the near future, to remove tree and shrubs and their roots.

Councillor C France reported on issues which included the on-going flooding problem on Railway Road and the issues being considered by the Borough regarding Section 106 funding (Community Infrastructure Levy) in relation to the Dick Lane planning application amongst others.

An application from Brinscall Village Junior Football club for support with funding to provide gates to prevent unsolicited access at four sites had been received.
Councillors discussed a variety of alternatives to the gates proposals and queried the impact on parking locally for other local amenities such as the Children centre, Health Service drop in and parent parking for school drop off and pick up.

It was reported that BWARA had written to St John’s school separately indicating different reasons for putting up barriers one of which was already in place with the consequent knock on effect at school opening and closing times.

The reasons for the applications in protecting playing surfaces was understood by the Council but it was queried what the borough and other agencies were doing to protect their playing surfaces. It was also observed that as at least on gate was already in place the application was not current as the Council could not award a grant retrospectively.
It was agreed to write to Mr Gilkes, the applicant, to request completion of the grant application form and to invite him to a future meeting to discuss the application.

The Chair read a letter from Mr Andrews local resident regarding the Withnell Fold Primary School application for removal of trees. The Council discussed the application and confirmed their view that the trees should stay unless there was a safety matter. Ultimately the advice of Ian Heywood Planning officer would be necessary.
The Council confirmed their support for a site visit to occur by members of the Development Control Committee prior to consideration of the application for dwellings to the rear of the Oak tree Public House. The possibility of improving the surface of Withnell Fold Old Road as a condition or the introduction of a one way system were suggested as possible options. The Parish Council also expressed concerns regarding the blocking off of the right of way which would result if the application was approved as per the plans.

	COUNCILLOR ISSUES
Councillor Evans requested that the picnic benches offered by Lynsey Blackstock be chased up for Abbey Village Play Area.
Councillor Evans also reported that there did not appear to be any follow up on the reported manhole cover on the A675 nor any response regarding the Parish Council concerns expressed about speeding generally on the A675. It was agreed to send further correspondence to County Councillor Cullens and Councillor Long.
Councillor G France reported on the continued problems of flooding at Bakehouse Bridge. LCC had also reported that the problems on Railway Road with flooding were under the road surface. Councillor Flood explained that the Bakehouse bridge flooding appeared to start with water cascading across Dick lane form the field above.
Councillor Duke reported on the success of the new play equipment at Abbey Village.

Councillor C France reported on the difficulties presented by the new boardwalk at Lodge Bank for wheel chair users. There had also been a bad fall for a local resident along the boardwalk. The Borough would be contacted regarding the access issue.

Councillor Dr M France reported that an alleged dog bite had occurred on Railway Park.

Councillor Ogilvie queried the progress with drainage work on Railway Road near the wood yard. Councillor G France read the content of an email detailing the on-going work.

Councillor Hardy reported on flooding at the second section of boardwalk on Lodge Bank. Councillor Hardy also indicated he would be unable to attend the forthcoming Rivington & Brinscall meeting
