	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(17.79) (17.90) Councillor G France reported that Chorley Borough Council were still in discussions with LCC and considering the subsidy for the 24A/24 Bus on a monthly basis, they continued to contribute 70% of the subsidy with LCC paying the other 30%. 
(17.90) Councillor Flood reported that the Borough had now fitted the sign at Heather Lea Drive but the wooden posts on the sign on the other side of the road were rotting.
