	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(17.79) It was reported that Chorley Borough Council were still considering the subsidy for the 24A/24 Bus on a monthly basis, they continued to contribute 70% of the subsidy with LCC paying the other 30%. The Parish Council contribution would only be paid on a monthly basis once a request was received.
(17.80) The pad lock on the gate on the Goit footpath had been removed by LCC.  It was confirmed the path was a concessionary path. 
(17.80) A traffic survey and speed survey would be conducted in Abbey Village following the raising of concerns regarding traffic which would turn into Dole Lane speeding up through the village.
(17.80) The fallen lamp post at Oakmere Avenue had now been removed and the leaking fire hydrant at Bury Lane repaired.

(17.80) It was confirmed that the planning application at Bensons Farm had been refused.
The OCR code for the Goit walk had was provided and linked to the GREAT web site.

Councillor Flood reported that the Borough had ordered new street signs for Heather Lea Drive, but it may be some time before they were received and then fitted.
