	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(18.54) It was agreed to request David Hull Lengthsmen to remove the brambles in Withnell Fold Memorial Garden. The Clerk would action this.
(18.54) Yellow lines on School Lane had still not been reinstated.

(18.54) The new bench for Lodge bank was ready to be fitted. Arrangements were put in hand to agree a location and fixing time.
(18.55) Drop kerbs were now completed on Dick Lane.

(18.55) There had been no response as yet from the Headteacher at the White House although the Windows at the Methodist Church had all bee repaired.

Councillor Howard reported on damage to the stone pillars adjacent to the stocks at Withnell Fold, a delivery van had rolled backwards and dislodged the pillars. The matter had been reported to United Utilities. The pillars had been made safe.
(18.55) It was understood that all 12 pupils from families with school appeals had all been admitted to Southlands High School Chorley.
(18.60) It was reported that it was understood that the applicant and agent of the planning application for Brinscall Hall had met with the Chief Planning officer of the Borough Council and that no work was now to be undertaken in the Green belt.

As planning applications would continue to be received during the summer it was unanimously agreed the Councillor R Flood in his capacity as Chairman could respond on behalf of the Parish Council.

Councillor Flood agreed to liaise with whoever was co-ordinating the festival on behalf of Brinscall & Withnell Athletic & Recreation Association to discuss future arrangements.

Councillor S Perry thanked Councillor Grime for watering the plants at Brinscall war memorial.

Councillor Flood stated that he was pleased to see that some local businesses had thrived during the recent good weather. Plans for social events at St Joseph’s Club were explained.
Councillor Flood what was happening with the former Children’s Centre adjacent to the Social Club at the top of School Lane. Councillor Howard explained that discussions were ongoing with Hillside Methodist Church and Lancashire County Council regarding use of the premises as a community facility.
