	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(18.67) It was reported that the yellow lines on School Lane and Railway Road were due to be re-painted once the gravel had settled.

(18.67) The bench had been fitted at Lodge Bank.

(18.67) It was confirmed that it was the majority of pupils, which had gone to Southlands.

(18.67)The paths group meeting was pending.
(18.71) Councillor Flood reported that no planning issues had required action during the summer months.

(18.72) Councillor Flood reported that following discussions regarding Brinscall Festival it had become apparent there were a number of reasons for it not happening, these included Parade difficulties, run difficulties, schools not supporting, no one wanting to take on the lead and there had been a disagreement on the previous committee.
There was to be a mini cricket competition at the club and a Family Fun Day at the Club the following week with the involvement of St John’s CE/Methodist Primary School.
There was still a lack of clarity on the future use of the Children’s Centre. Discussions continued on the lease arrangements.

Councillor Dr M France confirmed that the St Luke’s building was for sale, bids had been sought by the trustees and it was possible that the building would be converted to a dwelling.

	BOROUGH COUNCIL REPORT

Councillor Dr. M France provided a verbal report and referred to;
The allocation of school places, of 12 local families, 7 did not get any of their three preferences. All had appealed but none had been successful. One child had gone to Burney, one had accepted Brownedge St Mary’s and one had successfully appealed.
Albany High School had changed its catchment area and Parklands High had now revised their admissions criteria. The impact of the new Botany Bay development may further exacerbate the problem in future years.
The Council thanked Councillor Dr. M France for all her work on behalf of the parents concerned.

There had been numerous complaints regarding the road re-surfacing, a letter sent to County Councillor Keith Iddon, Cabinet Member for Highways and Transport, was read to the meeting. There had also been numerous emails to Officers and Councillor’s.
Councillor Flood reported that there had been an accident near the junction of Chapel Street and School lane in the period that no lines were there.

Concerns had been strongly expressed regarding the notice period given for the work to start. It was agreed that the Parish Council raise concerns regarding, the lack of notice, the lack of access during the work, the problems caused by the chippings including blocked drains and requesting lines down as a matter of urgency.

Residents parking was now becoming a problem with some residents causing unnecessary obstruction. There was a discussion on the arrangements for parking enforcement.

The accident at Chapel Lane/School Lane had possibly been caused due to the knock on effect of the dropped kerb issue on Chapel Street. Parking problems had been created by the cost of installing dropped kerbs.
Following discussion on possible improvements in the area it was unanimously agreed to request a bollard at the junction of Chapel Street/School Lane to prevent vehicles directly bumping on to the kerb outside the shop and to request traffic priority notices for the at or around the Oak Tree to prioritise traffic flow up and down the natural chicane formed by buildings from Lodge Bank up to the Oak Tree public house.

Councillor Dr. M France reported that a couple who now lived in Malaysia (formerly of Bury Lane) had expressed thanks for the work undertaken on a memorial bench, which had been vandalised. The plaque had now been recreated and would be fitted on a new bench. The original bench would be refurbished and would be sited elsewhere.
The Withnell Anglers events with the Scouts had been well attended, other events organised less so.

The GOIT path was still messy.

The Councils attention was drawn to the Public Engagement event to be held at Chorley Town Hall regarding the re-organisation of the NHS.

Councillor Flood informed Councillor’s of the hourly bus service from Chorley Hospital to Preston Hospital.

Councillors were informed of the Mayors Charity event on the 15th September.
