	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(18.78) The St Luke’s building development arrangements were discussed.
(18.78) The letter of thanks to Mr Riley in Abbey Village had been sent.

(18.79) The plaque for the memorial bench, which had been vandalised, had not yet been made. Councillor Duke queried why work to repair the bench was being undertaken when it was not the Parish Council’s responsibility. A list of land maintained within the Parish had been circulated with the agenda, it was clarified that this list provided details of land maintained by the Borough Council. There was a discussion on the Lengthsmen Scheme and the work undertaken.
Councillor Howard clarified that the Lengthsmen Scheme had been introduced initially with the support of a Lancashire County Council grant in order to improve the appearance of the Parish, there had been two applicants for the position so it had been agreed to employ both Lengthsmen. Once the grant had ceased it had been agreed to utilise the precept to improve the look of the Parish.
It was agreed to look at the scheme when setting the budget in January.

(18.82) It was clarified that the Hare & Hounds pensioner’s party was on the 14th December.

Members of the Council were encouraged to attend the Winter Hill Recovery meeting, which was to be held on the 10th October at the Town Hall. Councillor Flood indicated he would attend if possible.
