	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(19.04) The Woodland Trust offer of trees offer was to re-open shortly. They were also offering packs for sale. It was agreed to look at options at the next meeting.
Only 3 of the recently planted trees had survived along Dick Lane. It was agreed to seek advice form the Borough’s Tree Warden regarding who was responsible.

(19.07) Councillors commented in the tangible results in evidence form employing the Lengthsmen. The services provided by the Borough and County Councils were diminishing, so rate payers money was being utilised to sustain a level of service to keep public spaces fit for use and attractive.

It was reported that repairs to the Railway Park boardwalk were to be undertaken by the Borough.

Similar type work was not being undertaken in neighbouring parishes, who do not have lengthsmen.

(19.05) School Admissions- There was a further discussion on the available secondary pupil places in Chorley Schools. It was agreed to ascertain if there was a trend of lack of available places over the last few years and was there a problem with new developments impacting on places. Councillor Dr M France also reported on the cost to parents of school transport when they were not able to access their local school due lack of space. It was agreed to seek further information and monitor pupil numbers.
(19.11) A request for stone on the path at Lodge Bank had been submitted.

(19.11) It was reported that the defibrillator at the Golden Lion was to be inside on a temporary basis until an electrician fitted an outside box.

	BOROUGH COUNCIL REPORT

Councillor Dr M France provided a verbal report on local issues raised in the past month, which included;
The Eastern Parishes meeting at which priorities had been for each Parish had been agreed. The outcome was;

Wheelton - renewal of bark chipping surface to children’s playground Meadow St

Withnell- Community Access defibrillator for Withnell area, probably to be sited on outside wall of Withnell Pharmacy

Heapey- entrance stone signage to Heapey Chase

Then further projects were discussed, i.e. provision of cabinet for the defibrillator currently inside the Golden Lion public house in Wheelton , funds possibly if the 3rd project comes in under budget

Goit footpath- possibility of some improvements to be done as part of ‘ work in progress’ by the Council’s Rangers, as in the past. 

The officers will bring back to the next meeting their feasibility study.
A consultation on the opening hours of the Waste Disposal Centres was explained. Councillor Perry the proposal, Councillor Crompton had already commented on the proposals via the LCC website expressing views on fly tipping and traffic flow.
Planning into Practice training and the 2nd phase of the Call for Sites were also discussed.

The Council considered the proposals previously raised for use of the available CIL income.

· Phase 2 Abbey Village Play Area

· Provision of more benches

· Improvements at Lodge Bank Play Area

· Floodlights at the MUGA.

Councillor S Perry has liaised with Euxton Parish Council and been advised that floodlights for a similar scheme had cost £18000 and ongoing electricity charges.

There was a full discussion on the information circulated, which had been provided by Lindsey Blackstock form the Borough Council.

As there was nothing for small children at Abbey Village it was agreed to allocate £15000 to develop the scheme and to try and get matched funding.
Should further CIL funds become available these would be directed towards Lodge Bank.
