	BOROUGH COUNCIL REPORT

Councillor Dr M France provided a verbal report on local issues raised in the past month, which included;

High School admissions-communication from St John’s CE/Methodist Primary School indicated that 16 pupils had been allocated places at St Michaels CE High School and that 8 pupils had not been allocated any of their three preferences, they had been offered Southlands High School or Brownedge St Marys Catholic High School.

Councillor Dr M France had submitted a freedom of information request for data relating to Secondary admission and pupil numbers going through Chorley primary schools.

Councillors discussed the admission arrangements noting the admission criteria, which had secured some of the St Johns CE/Methodist Year 6 cohort places at St Michaels CE High School. It was noted that there was little the Council could do to impact on High School admissions.

Councillor Hardy confirmed the plaque on the bench at Lodge Bank had been re fitted and the bench on Railway Road had been repaired.
Councillor G France reported that the Eastern Parishes had confirmed that the footpath to Heapey Cricket Field would be repaired at a cost of around £8000. Heapey Parish Council would fund some of the continued up keep.

Councillor Dr M France reported that information on Parking enforcement had been provided by County Councillor K Iddon. There had been a large number of visits but only one ticket issued, so they had been asked to come visit in the evenings.
Councillor Hardy reported that another vehicle had hit the van that regularly parked on double yellow lines on School Lane.

There was a discussion on Councillors taking photographic evidence of parking infringements. It was suggested that this was not an appropriate course of action for Parish Councillors. As the issue of enforcement was a County Council issues it was suggested that the local County Councillor be contacted regarding the issues.

	COUNCILLORS ISSUES

Councillor Dr M France reported on the introduction of a mobile post office on Fridays in Abbey Village. The facility started in Belmont on Friday mornings and was in Abbey Village (Hare & Hounds) for two hours from 11.30 to 1.30pm every Friday.
Councillor Dr M France also reported on the problems presented with securing a skip for Clean Up Days due to the new rules. Following discussion on alternative measures, it was suggested a clean-up day be arranged but that a van be requested to collect the rubbish collected after the event.

Councillor S Perry suggested that the ’Walk the footpaths’ agreed the previous year be commenced by Councillors in the coming months. 

Councillor S Perry also reported that Woodland Trust tree packs would be available again in the autumn. The packs were subsidised and contained and contained a mixture of Elder, Wild Cherry, Hazel, Blackthorn, Crab Apple and Dog Rose trees.
Councillor Lynch reported that bollards opposite the Chemists had been reported as missing. They had been thrown over the bridge.
Councillor G France reported on the retrospective planning permission being sought for the “Parking Eye” at Chorley Hospital. There was a discussion on the possible implications.
