	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
(19.92) Councillor Perry reported that Councillor G France had reported some progress on the 125 bus only and he had also been asked to follow up with the Officers concerned regarding rural access to the Youth Zone.
(19.92) It was reported that the planning officers had indicated all matters in relation to Brinscall Hall Farm had been complied with.
(19.92) It was reported that U3A activities were now up and running with a membership of 91 presently.

(19.94) It was reported that an application for tree saplings from the Woodland Trust had been successful. 420 saplings would be received around Easter 2020. Information from Lindsey Blackstock regarding appropriate trees for Railway Park had indicated that due to the damp nature of much of the park the saplings would need to be located in dryer parts. The Lengthsmen were asked to identify suitable areas.
Quotes for appropriate mid-size trees had been received. Following discussion, it was agreed that Councillor S Perry would visit Everglades Nursery and report back with suggestions to a future meeting.
The Council discussed the email from Councillor Steve Holgate regarding the Borough Council desire to plant 1000 trees and the need to identify public open space to achieve this. Councillors suggested areas such as Withnell Fold and Phyllis Moss Gardens.
