	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES.
(20.04)(19.120) Councillor Grime reported that United Utilities had still not started on the railings.
(20.04)(19.120) Councillor Flood reported that new footpath signage post and posts for the gate had been fitted on the footpath causing concern at Brinscall Hall

(20.04) Abbey Village Play Area work had now been completed with two new items of play equipment. Signage and benches were still to be completed.

(20.05) Councillor Dr M France reminded Councillors of the closure of Harbour lane during the school half term in mid-February.

(20.05) Councillor Dr M France explained that the planned clean-up day was likely to be on a Tuesday or a Thursday due to the availability of staff to support the event.

(20.07) The request to provide a bench at the Shale Holes had been approved by Borough Officers and the applicant notified.

	COUNCILLORS ISSUES
Councillor D Hardy reported he had a bench previously removed from Lodge Bank in storage. Councillor Hardy was requested to check if the bench, which had been put in situ at Lodge Bank, was in need of treatment.

Councillor Dr M France reported that Lancashire Care NHS Foundation Trust, Lancashire Teaching Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust, local councils and NHS England specialist commissioners, were looking at how health and social care system that delivers better health outcomes and improved patient experience for our residents could be developed. This work programme was known as ‘Our Health Our Care’ and a consultation on three possibilities was to take place in early summer.
It was clarified that none of the proposed options suggest closing Chorley and South Ribble District General Hospital and all of the options would mean that urgent care continues to be provided at Chorley, 24 hours a day, 365 days a year, at this stage.

Councillor L Lynch reported on issues with the ‘un-adopted land’ at the corner of Fellstone Vale. The resident whose property abutted the land had undertaken significant work to raise the level of the embankment. There were also issues with constant burning of materials. The arrangements for reporting nuisance to the Borough were clarified. Councillor Dr M France would also enquire about the work being undertaken on the embankment.

It was reported that the dog wardens had issued fines recently at Roddlesworth.
