	Matters Arising from the Minutes

(22.41) It was reported that the Flood Risk Group were still waiting for Rachel Crompton (LCC) to come back with strategies to mitigate flooding. It was confirmed that Michael Kirby author of the report on flooding in Brinscall had attended the meeting.
(22.45) The condition of the site to the rear of the Oak Tree public house was discussed. It was explained that there was a 200-page engineers report on the site and that the lack of progress could be attributable to the builders wishing to sell a plot. There had been no planning submission for the recently closed Oak Tree Pub.
It was reported that the Golden Lion at Higher Wheelton had recently re-opened.

(22.47) County Councillor Cullens queried if there had been any complaints expressed to the Parish Council regarding the noise from the Tipi at Riley Green Marina. It was confirmed there had not been any.

(22.48) Councillors asked if there had been any follow up on the ‘land grab’ at Fellstone Vale. It was explained that Borough Officers had visited and as there was no fence, there was no breach. Any action to be taken would be a civil matter. There was a discussion on possible uses of the plot of land.
