	Matters Arising from the Minutes

(22.106 (22.94)) Councillor Dr M France reported that Dr Brade’s family had accepted the offer of just placing a plaque on a bench. The plaque was now in place.

(22.106 (22.94)) The Little Tiger at Abbey Village was not yet open at the Oak Tree, work on the inside had commenced but nothing on the outside yet. It was believed this may be due to weather conditions, there had been a Inspection of outside however.
(22.106(22.98)) There had been 14 present for the‘ Warm Hub’ at St Joseph’s Club but this had ben linked to the Women’s Institute also being present. The need to advertise and perhaps make the entrance more welcoming to those not used to visiting the club was discussed. It was explained that houses on Railway Road had been leafleted, there was signage in the window but this was part of other signage.
The notice at the Health Centre was not clearly visible it was suggested that the sign be moved to a more prominent position.

The possibility of the schools advertising the ‘Warm Hub’ was discussed to encourage a wider age range. It was agreed to arrange an advert via the Brinscall and Withnell Facebook page.

Hillside had regularly had 20+ attendees including children at their ‘Warm Hub’ sessions. It was suggested that both events be asked promote each other,

(22.106 (22.98) Councillor Lynch reported that participants to the Wicker Workshops were being charged £15 per head for the workshops. It was agreed to clarify the arrangements for the Lantern parade whish the Council had sponsored to ensure that free places were available.
(22.107) Councillor Dr M France reported that the Local Plan Consultation commenced the following week.
(22.107) The Parliamentary Constituency Boundary Review had now proposed that Withnell remain part of the Chorley Constituency. Thanks were expressed to Chorley Council who had proposed a different balance of electorate numbers on the South Ribble side of the Borough. 

(22.107) Councillor Lynch reported that she now contacted haulage companies directly regarding the use of Bury Lane for access to Railway Road. Companies had agreed to inform their drivers.

(22.108) It was confirmed the area adjacent to Railway Park which had chicken carcasses on it had been reported to Environmental Health who were investigating.

(22.115) The closure arrangements at Brinscall Baths were discussed, it was explained that the present closure was due to a staffing issue and nothing to do with the proposed work.

Redline Coaches had been approached regarding the parking and were trying to keep their waiting time to a minimum. The possibility of clearly marking the bus stop 

Outside the Chip Shop had been suggested as buses waiting to collect children from the baths could then utilise the space.

	Borough Council Report

Councillor Dr M France provided a verbal report referring to;
The Local Plan and the requirements for the 15 year cycle of having enough housing and development land available. The call for sites had been two years ago.
The Borough had to come forward with preferred sites providing Housing, Employment land and mixed used sites.
In Withnell only two sites had come forward, Drinkwaters farm, which was already being developed and housing off Finnington Lane. The scoping exercise proposed for this area was not included in the plan.

There was a discussion on the options of land available across the three Boroughs of Chorley, South Ribble and Preston. 

Councillor Wright explained that the planned usage of land at the end of the M65 at Cuerden had been the subject of protest when the original plans for the Ikea site had been proposed.
Councillor Dr M France was thanked for her report.
