	Borough Council Report

In the absence of Councillor Dr M France Councillor S Perry provided an update on the present position regarding the running of Withnell Health Centre.

Dr Robinson had been given a contract to run services until 1st October 2024.
At a meeting with the Chief Executive of the ICB, Kevin Laver, he had indicated that the ICB wanted Dr Robinson to keep the contract.
It was hoped that the ICB Committee would take into account the views of the local community during the tendering process which would take place in 2024.

A long consultation process would take place. Professor Craig Harris, Chief of Health Care and Integration would conduct the process. It was understood there would be some changes in legislation later in the year, but it was uncertain if these would be in place to have an impact on the consultation.
It would be necessary for the community to keep the pressure up to support the continued provision by Dr Robinson and her team.
The suggestion of forming a ‘Patient Experience’ Group had been made to the ICB.

Thanks were expressed for all the effort put in by the local community.

It was suggested that around Christmas time it would be necessary to re-invigorate public opinion around the running of the Health Centre.

Councillor S Perry was thanked for the report.
